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Course Information:

A. Catalog Description
Study of a specific world language and culture to increase cultural appreciation and
basic language skills. Focus on the specific language and culture may vary each
semester. May be repeated once for credit when topic differs.

1. Understand the contemporary culture of another country.

2. Read, write, listen, understand and converse in another language with enough ease
to deal with routine tasks and social situations such as encountered in
international travel or in basic social situations.

3. Handle uncomplicated language and social tasks requiring an exchange of basic
information related to work, school, recreation, particular interests and areas of
competence.
